Minimizing Auditory Processing Difficulties

This list may be used as a guide when selecting classroom strategies.
1. Minimize visual & auditory distractions when giving oral information.

2. Use verbal or physical cues to get student’s attention prior to giving instructions.

3. Break instructions down into single steps for clarification.

4. Use breaks or rest periods from listening.

5. Speak distinctly & emphasize inflections in your voice.

6. Pause occasionally, paraphrase and re-state frequently.

7. Give examples & illustrations of concepts.

8. Simplify vocabulary and sentences for clarification.

9. Use visual aids to support verbal information.

10. Teach student to listen for “key words or phrases”—e.g. “For tomorrow”,

“In summary”, “To review”, etc.

11. Outline lessons/write key words & phrases on board or overhead as the lesson progresses.

12. Use comprehension checks:

· Ask student to indicate when he/she didn’t understand.

· Ask student to repeat or rephrase the information heard.

· Ask student to summarize instructions before beginning work.

13. Show step-by-step problem solving and task organization.

14. Clearly introduce each new topic to signal the beginning of a new train of thought.

15. Review classroom oral directions (start with 2 step directions and build up) and ask for recall of information.  (e.g. “Get your math books out, turn to page 14 and do problems 1-10”.  “Sarah, what do you do first?--Alex, what do you do next?--Lauren, what do you do last?”)

16. Utilize BlackBoard (http://blackboard.wcpss.net)  to provide access to class notes and/or verbal assignments not written down or remembered by the student.
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
