Concern:  Written Expression
· Student practices (orally first) describing a picture to a partner who will have to draw (replicate) the picture.  When success orally is achieved, more to written practice
· Web (for details, use different colored markers/highlighters and set goals specific skills for example number of details)

·  Graphic organizer

· Dictate to scribe

· Use tape recorder – student talks “story” then listens and writes

· Have students color code sections of planning page to help organize what goes into their draft

·  Write first draft on dry erase board – more fun and easier to edit

· Reread what they have written, touching each word to see if they have actually written what they meant to say

· Story Frames

· Use computer instead of writing story on paper

· Use visualization practice – record thoughts then student writes

· Use a drawing (not just a web) i.e. person then describe who, what , why etc. with pointers to parts of body

· Allow students to present their writing to another class (to encourage feeling of success)

· Writing beginning, middle and ending in different colors (colored pencils)
