Concern: Poor Handwriting
· Air writing, whiteboard writing, large lined paper – get progressively smaller with lined space
· Consult your OT

· Modeling clay – spread out on flat surface.  Have student make letters by pulling through clay with pencil (with no lead)

· Use raised line paper

· Website that creates the dotted letters to trace 

· Strengthen fine motor skills with hole punchers, water (squirt) bottles, legos, play-doh, etc.

· Pencil grip or rubberband

· Model (write) first sentence or words on page for the student as a model and reminder

· Fine motor practice – coloring lite bright

· make letters using a highlighter for student to trace

· Slant board /or 3-ring binder works well too!

· Encourage use of computer for written expression

· Someone at our school had success with a carpenter’s pencil (rectangle shaped pencil)

· Go-------------------------------Stop  (draw on paper for directionality)

· Handwriting without Tears

· Weights on the top of the pencil
· Stencils for letter formation
